CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF THE

NEW HAMPSHIRE STATE BUTTON SOCIETY
CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I

NAME
This organization shall be known as the New Hampshire State Button Society.

ARTICLE II

OBJECT

The object of this society shall be to promote the study and appreciation of buttons and to develop friendly relations among button collectors.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP
Sec. i   Members of this society shall be persons interested in the button hobby and who belong to an authorized club.

Sec. ii    Associate members shall be those not belonging to an authorized club and shall not have the privilege of voting or holding office.  

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Sec. i  The officers of this society shall consist of a President, Vice president, Recording Secretary, Membership Secretary and Treasurer.

Sec. ii   These officers and one director from each club shall constitute the Executive Board and shall serve until their successors shall be elected or appointed.

Sec. iii   One director and one alternate shall be appointed yearly by each club.  In the event that director is absent from a meeting, it is the responsibility of the alternate to be present and will have voting privileges.

ARTICLE V

MEETINGS

Sec. i   There shall be no less than three regular meetings a year.  The fall meeting to be the annual meeting and shall be rotated among the host clubs.  Special meetings of the Society of the Executive Board may be called by the President.

Sec. ii   The meetings of the Society will meet on the fourth Saturday of April, July and September.

ARTICLE VI

AMENDMENTS

This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds majority of the members present and voting at any meeting, provided that notice of the proposed amendment or amendments have been read at the previous meeting.
BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Sec. i   The President shall preside at all regular meetings of the Society and Executive Board, appoint all officers and committees not elective and shall be a member ex-officio of all committees, except the nominating committee.

Sec. ii   The Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President in his or her absence.

Sec. iii   The Recording Secretary shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings of the Society and the Executive Board.

Sec. iv   The Membership Secretary shall conduct the correspondence of the Society and issue notices of the meetings.  He or she shall keep a correct list of the members and their addresses and issue membership cards upon receipt of the required fee, promptly turning over to the Treasurer all monies received.

Sec. v   The Treasurer shall have charge of all funds of the Society and pay such bills as have been approved by the President of the Executive Board.  He or she shall keep an accurate account of all the receipts and disbursements, and present an audited report at the annual meeting.

ARTICLE II

AUDITOR

An Auditor shall examine the accounts and vouchers of the Treasurer prior to the annual meeting and report at that meeting.

ARTICLE III

EXECUTIVE BOARD

It shall be the duty of the Executive Board to transact the business of the Society and to handle any emergency.  They shall meet prior to the regular meeting on the same day.

ARTICLE IV

DUES

Sec. i   The annual dues of this Society shall be no less than $5.00 (five dollars) yearly, payable to the Membership Secretary at the spring meeting.

Sec. ii   Members whose dues remain unpaid by December 1 shall be considered as having voluntarily withdrawn their membership and will not receive a newsletter.

ARTICLE V

AMENDMENTS

The By-Laws may be amended at any regular meeting of the Society by a two-thirds majority of the members present and voting, provided that the proposed amendment or amendments have been read at a previous meeting.
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
